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Grants

Federal Pell Grant—awarded to only
undergraduate students who have not
yet earned a bachelors or a profes-
sional degree. The maximum award for
2008-2009 was $4,371. Eligibility for
the grant is determined by the students
FAFSA application.

Federal Supplemental Educational Op-
portunity Grant (FSEOG)—available for
undergraduates with “exceptional” fi-
nancial need. The student can receive
between $100-$4,000 a year, depend-
ing on when the student applies.
Academic Competitiveness Grant
(ACG)— a grant that will provide up to
$750 for first year undergraduate stu-
dents and up to $1,300 for the second
year undergraduate students. You
must be eligible for a Federal Pell
Grant in order to qualify for ACG.
National Science & Mathematics Ac-
cess to Retain Talent Grant
(SMART)— a grant that will provide up
to $4,000 for each of the third and
fourth year of undergraduate students
to full-time students who are eligible for
a Federal Pell Grant. The student must
be majoring in physical, life or com-
puter sciences, mathematics, technol-
ogy, engineering or in a foreign lan-
guage determined critical to national
security.

TEACH Grant—a grant that will provide
up to $4,000 per year to students who
intend to teach in a public or private
elementary or secondary school that
serves students from low-income fami-
lies. Recipients must teach for at least
four academic years within eight calen-
dar years of completing the program of
study.

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Student Loans

H1. Perkins Loans—a low interest (5%) loan for undergraduate and graduate students with
: “exceptional” financial need. Perkins Loans are available through the school’s financial aid office.
You can borrow up to $4,000 for each year and you must begin payment nine months after you
graduate, leave school or drop below part-time status.
Federal Parent PLUS Loans—a low interest, federally-funded loan for parents of undergraduate
students enrolled in school at least part-time. Parents may borrow up to the full cost of the stu-
dent’s education. For 2008-09, the rate is 8.5% and interest is charged on a loan from the date of §
the first disbursement. The parents have two options to repay the loan: start 60 days after the loan §
is fully disbursed or wait until six months after the student ceases to be enrolled part-time. .
Federal Student Loans—a low interest loan made to undergraduate and graduate students attend- §
ing an accredited school. You must complete the FAFSA in order to be eligible for a Federal Stu-  §
dent Loan. You can borrow up $3,500 for the first year, $4,500 for your second year, and $5,500
for the last two years. Their are two types:
A. Subsidized Stafford Loan—if you demonstrate financial need you may qualify. The fed-
eral government pays the loan interest while you are in school.
B. Unsubsidized Stafford Loan—if you do not qualify for a subsidized Stafford Loan or need
more money than the program can offer, you may qualify, regardless of your family income.
You are responsible for all the interest on the loan.
